Cleanliness Crew 

Position Description

Responsibilities: Cleanliness Crew Volunteers schedule one day a month to coordinate a day of cleaning in the Center.   The Cleanliness Crew cleans throughout the house, including the kitchen, restrooms, offices and reception areas.  Toys are also disinfected.
Necessary Skills: Cleanliness Crew Volunteers should enjoy serving others and work will in a team.  Additionally, Cleanliness Crew Volunteers should be resourceful.
Qualifications: All GCCAC volunteers should be 18 years of age or older. Volunteers must also consent to a criminal background check and PRS-CPS background check, and provide three references.  
Time Commitment: Cleanliness Crew Volunteers should plan on at least a one-year commitment to the Advocacy Center. The monthly commitment is approximately 2-4 hours. 

Client Benefits: Children and their families are welcomed into a clean, homelike atmosphere.  Child clients are protected from airborne and surface germs. 

Volunteer Benefits: As Cleanliness Crew Volunteers, you have the opportunity to serve children who have been victims of brutal crimes.  You will have the opportunity to meet new people who share your love for children. 

Training: Cleanliness Crew Volunteers need no special training other than the Advocacy Center volunteer orientation. 

Supervision: The Executive Director will provide ongoing supervision to Cleanliness Crew Volunteers.      

Paperwork: Volunteers are asked to sign in and out each time they come to the center. The sign-in sheet is located in the volunteer drawer in the reception area.
